- Adopters need to understand their breeds – example: if you are planning to have kids don’t adopt herding breeds
- We do not adopt out same sex. Example: if you have a male dog then you must adopt a female

1. Consider any allergies you or anyone in your house/immediate family may have before adopting.

2. Adopting a new dog requires patience and respect in order to successfully train your new companion. We expect our adopters to understand that new dogs in new environments take TIME (weeks/months) to adjust to new schedules and routines. Remember when Appling for puppies:  mouthy, nippy, teething, jumpy.. lots of fun, chewing and lots of work. If you have little kids understand they will be focus of the puppy’s attention for play. Make sure your kids are puppy proofed. 

3. Resident dogs must be on Heartworm/GI Parasite & Flea/Tick Preventative. Before bringing in a new pup.

4. All dogs are required by law to have a State Dog License. Before completing the adoption process, we will require proof that all dogs currently in the home have their yearly/lifetime license.  http://padoglicense.com/ This must be done before THE TRIAL BEGINS!

5. *Understand the work and dedication that Hemlock Edge Rescue performs and that when you adopt a dog from any rescue, they trust that the lives they have saved are going to loving homes that are committed and have a plan for unforeseen events (marriage, divorce, babies, moving). It is imperative to understand that life changes should not lead to neglecting the animal(s) or returns. You agree to utilize all available resources to help you see through your commitment in order to avoid a return.
 IE: trainers, boarding facilities, daycare, dog walkers & simply making the time and effort. 
If you are currently pregnant or becoming pregnant and this is your first dog and/or first dog and first baby, please stop and don’t not apply. Allow your new family to get settled before adding in a furchild. 

6. **If you are adopting and already have dogs in the household. If your current Dog has NOT been socialized, we will not continue with this adoption. We will not put any dogs in uncomfortable situations.

7. If you are applying for a “Bully Breed” (pit-bulldog-mastiff) please do your homework on Breed Specific Restrictions/Laws (BSL). Check if your county/state has restrictions before submitting this APP.  Utilize all resources regarding training & personal education.

Adoption Fees:
Adoption fees may be Discounted depending on health, age, or multiple adoptions. Any Adoption Fees/Payments or Deposits paid to Hemlock Edge Rescue are non-refundable but are transferable.  
· There is a non-refundable adoption fee required of $450 for dogs OVER 6months to 8yrs old. 

· There is a non-refundable adoption fee required of $525 for dogs UNDER 6months (puppies)
-Puppies leave for adoption @ 10weeks of age to start their Trial. They are scheduled to return to HER for final Vetting & Spay/Neuter at 12weeks of age.  There is no Exception to this process. 


· $50 deposit required for adoptions due at the beginning of trial. This to be paid to your interviewer during the home check.  This is to ensure your serious commitment. Balance of adoption fee is due at end of your Trial.

3. BEGIN Foster Trial:  Cris/HER will schedule with you to complete the application interview and homecheck.  We will then get you prepared for the 2 WEEK foster trial to begin!  See 7, 8 & 9 on page 3.  

 ***IF YOU ARE MORE THEN 1.5 HOURS AWAY FROM THE FOSTER HOME, AND NOT #7 THEN WE WILL WORK OUT DETAILS TO CONDUCT THE MEET WITH YOUR PUPS.  

4. Adoption: Once the 2 weeks trial is over and you are committed to your new companion, you will schedule an appointment with Cris/HER to sign the adoption contract and pay adoption fee.  
*Make sure you have your CURRENT Dogs PA license, Rabies certificate & Alter paperwork available for us to review, during interview.
